Caution on the rights and obligations of the witness in civil proceedings 
The witness in civil proceedings is required to:
· appear at the summons (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 262) – the court may impose on the witness the obligation to reimburse to the party the costs incurred for their failure to appear (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 110) and award penalties (fine, compulsory bringing of the witness for court, Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 247);
· take an oath, after being instructed about the meaning of the act (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 266 §3);
· testify (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 261 § 1) – if the witness refuses to testify, the court may impose penalties (fine, detention for a period of less than one week) – Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 276);
· tell the truth (Civil Procedure Code, Article 266 § 1);
· remain available for the court until being dismissed by the presiding judge (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 273 § 2)
The witness in civil proceedings is entitled to:

· refuse to testify (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 261 § 1); 
· refuse to answer questions (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 261 §);

· be examined with the use of technical devices which allow for remote examination (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 235 § 2)
· be examined in their place of stay, when they are unable to appear due to illness, disability or another irremovable obstacle (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 263); 
· request the reimbursement of necessary expenses related to appearing in court, and the compensation for the loss of earnings. The presiding judge may award the witness an advance to cover travel and subsistence expenses at the place of examination (Code of Civil Proceedings, Article 277).
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
