CAUTION ON THE RIGHTS AND OBLIGATION OF THE person SUBJECT TO THE ORDER OR PROHIBITION
1. The person subject to the order to immediately leave the jointly occupied residence and its immediate surroundings or the prohibition to approach the residence and its immediate surroundings shall leave the keys to the jointly occupied residence and its immediate surroundings in such residence (Article 15ae, paragraph 6 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990).
2. The person subject to the order or prohibition shall provide the Police unit whose police officer issued such order or prohibition, the address of their stay, and, as far as practicable, the phone number at which they could be reached, and shall inform such Police unit of any changes of their address or phone number (Article 15af, paragraph 1of the Police Act of 6 April 1990).
3. If the person subject to the order or the prohibition changes their place of stay or cannot be reached at the phone number which they have provided, fails to inform accordingly the relevant Police unit, and as a result, fails to receive the correspondence at the indicated address or to appear at the relevant Police unit to collect such correspondence within 24 hours after the correspondence notice has been delivered, such correspondence shall be deemed served after that date, unless the place of stay of such individual is known to the Police (Article 15af, paragraph 2 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990).
4. The data of the person subject to the issued order or the prohibition may be transferred to the District Family Assistance Center with the jurisdiction over their place of stay in order for the latter to undertake measures which fall within the powers of the poviat administration under the legislation on counteracting domestic violence, unless such person refuses to give their consent (Article 15ag, paragraph 3 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990).

5. The person subject to the order or prohibition shall have the right to file a complaint against the order to immediately leave the jointly occupied residence and its immediate surroundings, or the prohibition to approach the residence and its immediate surroundings to the District Court in ………………………………………………… ………………………………………………………..…………………………….…………………………………….. The complaint shall be lodged within 3 days after the service of the order or prohibition. The complainant may request the court to examine the correctness of executed actions and the grounds and legality of the issued order / prohibition (Article 15aj, paragraph 1 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 
6. The court shall examine the complaint immediately, however not later than within 3 days from its lodging to the court  (Article 15aj, paragraph 2 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 

7. The court shall repeal the challenged order or prohibition if it is found to be unfounded or illegal, and shall immediately notify the victim of domestic violence, the public prosecutor, the competent Police unit and the interdisciplinary team (Article 15aj of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 
8. The order or prohibition shall expire fourteen days after its issuance, unless the court has granted safeguards in the proceedings for imposing on the person who uses domestic violence the obligation to leave the jointly occupied residence or its immediate surroundings or the prohibition to approach the residence and its immediate surroundings for whom such order or prohibition has been extended (Article 15ak, paragraph 1 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 
9. Moreover, the order or prohibition shall expire when the person who uses domestic violence and is subject to the order or prohibition, has been arrested on suspicion of committing a crime, and as a result, has been subject to a preventive measure in the form of temporary arrest or an order to temporarily leave the premises shared with the aggrieved party (Article 15ak, paragraph 2 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 
10. Failure to comply with the order issued by the Police to immediately leave the jointly occupied residence and its immediate surroundings or the prohibition to approach the residence and its immediate surroundings shall be considered as a petty offence under Article 66b of the Petty Offences Act of 20 May 1971, punishable by arrest, restriction of liberty or fine.
11. The person subject to the order or prohibition shall have the right to collect their own personal belongings, resources required for work and pets from the jointly occupied residence. Should the persons who have shared such residence oppose to the collection of objects or pets, the latter shall remain in such jointly occupied residence. Relevant claims may be raised under the terms and conditions set out in the Polish Civil Code (Article 15ae, paragraph 4 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 
12. If, during the term of the order or prohibition, the person who uses domestic violence needs to collect their own assets, and namely their personal belongings or resources needed for work or pets from the previous jointly occupied residence, this may only take place in the presence of the police officer, after prior arrangement of the date with the victim of domestic violence. The victim of domestic violence shall have the right to attend such measures or authorize another person to this end (Article 15ae, paragraph 5 of the Police Act of 6 April 1990). 
13. The person subject to the order or prohibition shall have the right to receive the contact data of local centers which provide night accommodation and centers which offer correction and education measures and psychological and therapeutic programs for individuals who use domestic violence (Article 15ah of the Police Act of 6 April 1990).
